SOCI 3611 Minorities & the Social Environment 3hrs 

An examination of the problems faced by minority groups in American society, 

especially where skin color and language pose social, cultural, and economic 

barriers; an examination of conflicts between dominant public attitudes and 

minorities, and among minority groups such as Black Americans, Puerto 

Ricans, Native Americans, Chicanos, and other sizable ethnic groups. 

 

SOCI 3036 Social Stratification 3hrs  

This course examines and analyzes global perspective of social stratification. 

The course explores social factors that are used to stratify people in the world 

as well as the consequences of social inequality. 

 

SOCI 3201 Classical Theory 3hrs 

This course will focus on the pivotal theories contributed not only to the 

development of the field of sociology but also to the evolution of ideas 

concerning social life. 

 

SOCI 4312 Contemporary Theory 3hrs 

An examination of the contemporary and classical theoretical models in 

sociology; an investigation of the development of social thought from the Afro 

centric and the Euro centric perspectives. 

 

SOCI 3401 Social Research Methods 3hrs 

The methods and techniques of social science research, research design, 

methods of data gathering and analysis, sampling and survey research 

techniques, and interpretation and presentation of research findings.
